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Bus Arrival
Please instruct drivers to drop-off students at the BP Grand Entrance (in front of
Urban Light) 5905 Wilshire Blvd. Los Angeles, 90036. Before students disembark
the bus, ask the driver to confirm with the lead teacher when and where to meet
your group for the return trip to school.

Parking
Buses should park on Curson or Sixth Street, which is one block north of Wilshire
Boulevard. If arriving by car, parking is available in the Pritzker Parking Garage,
located on 6th Street just east of Fairfax Avenue. Parking is $10 which can be
prepaid at the box office or when exiting the garage. Please enter the museum at
the BP Grand Entrance.
